We try to go to Europe every year or so, just trying to search for pieces. But
there is no set place to go looking...if you spread your ngers out enough
times with people, pieces will begin to start to trickle back to you.

The majority of my personal style is vintage, but with a mix, which is the best—
mixing some vintage pieces with new. There is a huge leather glove chair in my
living room, a shag carpet, and things like that...but my sofa is new!
